Bhatta Mathuranath Shastri — Mathuranath, one
of the countable modern poet in Sanskrit, was born
in Joypur, Rajasthan in 1889. He studied Sanskrit
through traditional system and then acquired
knowledge from Govt. institutions. This gem of
Rajasthan served ‘Maharaja - Sanskrit college for
many years, and wrote hundreds of verses, articles,
dissertations, stories, novels, commentaries on
sastras and many others. He created new styles of
verses based on ‘kundaliyan’ as Manjunatha, and
this modern style has brought him into the height.
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Manjunath (Mathuranath), Vyakaranacarya and
Sahityacarya, wrote Gazal style and geet style in
Sanskrit. Among his innumerable writings the
following are certainly objects of attraction.

1. Prose literature — Adar§araman 1,
Maharaja Man Singha.

2. Poetry — Manolahari, Surabharati,
viyoginivipralapah . Jayapuravaibhavam,
Sahityavaibhavam, Govindavaibhavam,
Mahendranirajanam, Mangalajalagitih,
etc.

3. Articles — Rasasiddhanta (thesis) and
hundreds of research papers.

4. History- Bihanacaritam,
Bharativaibhavam.

5. Story- Nirasapranayah, Sarata,
Premnahpratidanam etc.

Mathuranatha innovated ‘kundaliyam’ verse - a
mixture of Rola, Ullalla and Doha. Modern thinkers

Ethical poems in
‘Sahityavaibhavam’ were also composed in
Kundaliyan. Behaviours and deeds of common
people have been vividly painted in the poems of
‘NitivithT’. So Mathuranath occupies a prominent
position in the world of modern Sanskrit poetry.

2) Hariram Acharya — (One of the great modern
poets)

Hariram, took birth in Jeysalmer of Rajasthan
in the year 1936. He served as lecturer, then Reader
and then Head of the Department of Sanskrit in
Rajasthan University. He was a great scholar and
was versed in drama and dramaturgy. He wrote and
composed many articles, dramas, dialogues of films
and hundreds of research papers. He was honoured
with president medal of India in 2005.

Impact of Rta is
everywhere such ecosystem, ecology, in human life, in
world management etc.

Origin, staying and destruction of this world is
rotated as wheel according to time. World and All things of
world are circulated according a rule. Some philosophers
said God is Controller, Some philosophers said Brahman,
someone said, Prakriti is controller of this rule etc. But this
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rule is one and same for everyone. World and all things are
managed by this inviolable eternal rule. This rule is invisible
but so powerful. This rule is called ‘Rta’ according to Veda,
The word ‘Rta’ is derived from the root ‘Ri’. Its meaning is to
move. This is the law of truth (Rg.1.70.2). Mimamsa
philosophers are called it as ‘Apurba’ and ordinary people
named it ‘Karmoniti. Because not only origin and ruin, result
of work ( good deed and bad deed) of human and the main
basis of holding the world is following this rule. When this
rule is fragmented, the result is very terrible.

Concept of Rta: Vedic Rsi felt there is a powerful rule
which controls the world. He saw the Changes of weather,
season, cycling of of planets, changing the body-shape of
creatures and plants, and these factors occur according to
follow a rule. This rule is truth, unchangeable. This is
cosmic order and called Rta. It is the controlling and
sustaining power of nature. The power of this rule is not
control the natural elements, also human’s personal life,
social life, culture life etc. In broadly, it is the law of truth,
principle of harmony, equality order. Also liberty, ethical
rule everything is include in Rta.

Rta in world management: The world is built with main
five natural elements such as earth, water, fire (sun), air and
sky. All living things survive with the help of these elements.
The elements are inert but they do their deeds restlessly.
The sun rises according to time. The planets are moving
around the sun. The moon is moving around the earth. The
tide of sea created in specific time. The sun exploits water
from pond, lake, sea etc, then that water comes back on the
earth. Trees take minerals from the earth, then trees
retuned these through dry leaves. Birth and death of
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creature are circulated according to time. Seasons are
come and go also to follow this rule. So we see that all
natural elements follow the law of truth, Rta

Rta in creation of universe: The world is created to follow
a procedure. According to Veda, The world originated by
Jajna-Purusha gradually. Lord Manu said, Prajapati Brahma
created the whole world with various elements step by step.
In Sankhya Philosophy, Prakriti created the whole world
with the connection of Purusha but step by step. Prakriti
created at first Mahatatva ( Budhi).

After that,
Pancha Mahabhutas are originated from Pancha Tanmatra.
According to Nyaya-Baisheshik philosophy the material-
world is created with the connection of Paramanu. So, we
can understand, the world created by following a fixed truth
rule.

Rta in Environment and ecosystem: The system formed
by the interaction of all living organisms with the physical
and chemical factors of the environment in which they live,
all linked by the transfer of energy and material is called an
ecosystem. So, the ecosystem encompasses all living
things such as animals, plants and microorganisms) and
non-living things (earth, climate, soil, sun, weather and
atmosphere). These elements make up the environment.
Also, ecosystem is an intricate and interconnected system
where living and non-living things function.

In ecosystem, Human plays a vital role. The system
was natural when human was the son of nature. But in
modern age, the environment and this system is affected by
the cause of human activities such as deforestation, use of
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plastic, cutting of trees leads to global warming, so melting
polar ice increasing the sea level. So, that’'s why biodiversity
is affected and breaks food chain.

Dhriti, Kshama, dama, asteya, shouch, indriya-
nigraha, dhi, vidya, satya and akrodha are 10 syndromes of
dharma. (Manusmriti ( 6/62). A man become in a real man
through these qualities. He becomes a great human being
and ordinary men follow him. The social rules, the rules of
Country, also all types of rules are so important to hold this
dharma. These qualities forward the society to peak of
improvement. All scripture such as Veda, Philosophy, Fable
literature, Ethics etc. advised to keep these in character.
These qualities are so needful in all age to keep balance
the Rta.

Philosophical view about Rta: Philosophers had been
seen this world in different perspectives and explained. All
Indian philosophy believed that the whole world conducted
by an eternal moral order without Carbak. All philosophy
believe that the world is effect and there is a main role of a
powerful conscious entity. It is called ‘/swara” in Nyaya-
Baisheshika philosophy. According to Samkya and Yoga,
the world created by the connection between Prakriti
(unconscious) and Purusha (Chetanatma). Purba Miarhsa
philosophy agreed the /swara and Brahma is agreed by
Vedanta about this matter. This consciousness Atama is
controlling the world with some rules. The basic concept of
all philosophy is the world and all materials are confined
with the relation ‘Cause and effect’. This relation is including
in Rta.
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Impact of Rta in_human life: In this world someone sad,
someone happy, someone rich, someone poor, someone
healthy, someone ill and sometime its cause cannot be
explained. Also sometime good person suffering from
various matters. Then Karmabada has been acknowledged
in Indian philosophy for the inequality of individual life.
Meaning of this, the result of good deeds is virtue and sin is
the result of evil deeds. Janmantarbad (Transmigration) is
also recognized in this context. So all philosophers advised
to observe virtue. ‘Astangik-margas’, ‘Tri-ratna’, ‘Panca-
Mahabrata’, © Astangik-yoga’ etc are evidences about this.
Mimarhsa philosophy is nicely explained through the
“Apurba’. Karma is most in practical life, but need Niskama-
karmo. Lord Krishna explained it nicely. Also sense-control
is necessary to achieve the four Purushartho. These types’
men are able to get position in society, in country. Also
ordinary men follow and respect him. These types men are
vital to keep the balance of society, environment, ecology
and Rta.

Management to maintain Rta: Human being known as well
that, Rta or cosmic order is unbreakable. So early humans
always try to maintain this rule. They felt that they are son of
nature. Natural elements always nourish them as mother
and father. So, they worship the natural elements as God.
They obey this cosmic law. The relation between man and
nature on the one hand and the relation of cosmos with the
Ultimate on the other were understood. They felt that the
imbalance in any part of the nature affects the as a whole
and so maintain harmony among the members of the
universe, We find some example about to kill some animals
in sacrifice. But in later age it is forbid. SYV3.59, 11.45,
5.43 are example about that a person in Vedic age was
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treating environmental factors at par and he cares them
wishes well-being of them. Veda said, Varuna is the chief
upholder of physical and moral order (Rta). He regulates the
sun, moon, and stars. He causes the rivers to flow and the
clouds to fertilize the earth and rain. He witnesses men’s
truth and falsehood. This concept was helpful to keep
morality and humanity.

In later age, Dharmasastras fixed the duty for human being
according to Barnashrama. Self-resistant was most
important in all Barnashrama with own-duty. There are
Householder’'s panca Mahabrata played a vital role to hold
the society, State or country and whole world. At that time
the conception about Dharma-Adharma is much helpful to
lead the behavior. The main purpose was to maintain the
balance the society, country, ecosystem. Ecology, natural
elements and arrange of cosmic order. At that time,
punishment or dandaniti was so important. The king was
owner for applying this power. It played a significant role
about this.

Now a-days man and other creature are suffering with
various problems as physically and mentally. The
environmental and ecological has become acute due to
population growth, growth of industries, damage of the
forests etc. Excessive use of Technology and intellectual
power is the cause of this. Consumerist attitude is
responsible for this.

In all age all human want to peaceful harmonious and
healthy life. This peacefulness and healthiness depend
upon his living environment including society. Who wants to
become healthy physically and mentally he should keep
balance with his natural and social surroundings. Also the
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ecosystem in the environment is an inter-depending
phenomenon. Nature has fixed certain rules and conditions
to maintain the cycles of each component of the
environment. Planting the trees is the way to maintain the
harmony. Vedic Rsi, Indian philosophers, Humanists were
also trying to establish the way of abandonment for this.
Harmonious and peaceful life comes from the balance of
equality . So Vedic Rsi uttered-

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SOCIO-CULTURAL ASPECTS IN
MAHABHASYA

Abstract
Mahabhasya, an authentic commentary on
Astadhyayt is an encyclopedic work on Sanskrit
grammar. In explaining sitra-s, Patafijali adopted the
method of questioning and the student raises the issue
in an intelligent manner to the teacher who finally solves
the problem. Sometimes, the discussion comes to an
end without a final judgment on the topic. Patafijali has
given simple suggestions to establish his own concepts.
He seems to be conscious of his reader’s difficulties and
limitations, so he tries to make them interesting with
maxims, similes, and metaphorical expressions.
Expressions and references relating to everyday life
enhance the value of the work which also depicts the
cultural condition in that period, i.e, Mahabhasya throw
a flood of light on the social, economic, religious,
educational and other aspects of contemporary life. This
paper aims at an examination of the socio-cultural
aspects reflected in Mahabhasya.
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Mahabhasya, an authentic commentary on

AstadhyayT is an encyclopedic work on Sanskrit grammar

and it is significant in its approach and vision while dealing
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the linguistic concepts. The language of Mahabhasya is lucid
and elegant, but the interpretation of that work involves
insuperable difficulties- gambhiramarthadrstya tu prasannam
Sabdagauravat. The arguments in the Mahabhasya are
presented in a conversational style as in the dialogues of
Plato. In explaining satra-s, Patafijali adopted the method of
guestioning and the student raises the issue in an intelligent
manner to the teacher who finally solves the problem.
Sometimes, the discussion comes to an end without a final
judgment on the topic. It is a testimony of a given stage in the
development of the $astra. Pataijali has made a remarkable
contribution to the field of commentators by evaluating the
views of Panini and Katyayana and giving simple
suggestions to establish his own concepts. He seems to be
conscious of his reader’s difficulties and limitations, so he
tries to make them interesting with maxims, similes, and
metaphorical expressions. Expressions and references
relating to everyday life enhance the value of the work which
also depicts the cultural condition in that period, i.e,
Mahabhasya throw a flood of light on the social, economic,
religious, educational and other aspects of contemporary life.

In fact, history is a living story of the people. It unites
a complete picture of its political, social and cultural patterns
and desires. Literature and art are two main sources of our
knowledge about the social and cultural texture of the past.
These sources can bring us close to the life and thoughts of
our ancestors. Patafjali quotes maxims, proverbs,
illustrations and examples of contemporary men and matters,
as a way to justify his views in grammar. These maxims
present a picture of India of that time.

Social reflection
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The people were endowed with high thinking and they
were very cultured. They gave more importance to morality
and religious practices. They were more intelligent, virtuous,
perfect and strong-willed. Their conversational skill and
propriety in selecting words are illustrated. The answer to
several questions like ko dhavati (who runs), kidrso dhavati
(how runs), kim varno dhavati (which colour) etc. in single
word Sveto dhavati, denotes the genius of the speaker. The
word Sveto dhavati take two meanings. ‘The dog runs’ ($va
ito dhavati) and ‘the white one runs’ (Svefo dhavati). And the
word alambusanam yata also denotes two meanings, ‘able
to go to the waters’ (alam busadnam yéata) and ‘go to the
country of Alambusa’.

They never did anything fruitless and gained two
results from one work. Mango trees are irrigated and
ancestors are satisfied when conducting the pitrtarpana
ceremony under a tree'. na hi bhiksukah santiti sthalyo
nadhisriyante — men do not refrain from setting the cooking
pots on the fire because there are beggars who may come to
ask for some of the contents. na hi mrgah santiti yava
nopyante- men abstain from sawing barley because there are
wild animals, which may devour it, indicates theirs strong
willingness to do their jobs while though faced by many
obstructions?. The scholars who attempt to establish their
silly viewpoints blamed society. They do great job for getting
minor results is just like taking a small bird from the top of tall
bamboo — saisé mahata vams$astamballatvanukrsyate. The
character of laziness and alertness is expressed — ya asu
kartavyanarthamscirena karoti sa ucyate Sitaka iti, yah
punarasu kartavyanrthanasveva karoti sa ucyate usnaka iti.

Some persons could not stick on the project for a long
time is similar to the character of a mongoose is illustrated by
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the avatapte nakulastitanyaya, which means a mongoose
does not stay in a hot place for a long time. A truly wise man
who would watch his surroundings and would collect from it
what is essential to his welfare and reject the rest. This kind
of human nature is explained by the maxim of fish and its
bone (matsyakantakanyaya). When a fish is caught, it is
caught with its bone, but when eating, only its flesh is
retained. One asking a question about one thing, but his
answer is about another thing is a kind of human character is
also mentioned through the amran prstah kovidanaracaste
nyaya. mandiakaplutinyaya, the frog’s movement of jumps
denotes another character of a man that the fickle natured
men’s movement by fits and starts. Avoid one’s help after one
completes his requirement is another character of a human
being is denoted through the kantharasarthanyaya — kascit
kantare  samupasthite = sarthamupadatte sa  yada
niskrantadntaro bhavati tada sartham jahati. One needs the
help of the caravan when he is nearing a forest and the
moment he has crossed it, he dismisses it.

There are so many universally accepted principles in
society. It is seen that the beggar will not refuse the first
offering after getting the second one — bhiksuko’yam dvitiyam
bhiksdm samasadya pdrvdm na jahéti. Imitation of the
actions never transform the qualities of the original one is a
reference to indicate the delusions in human beings — na
khalvapyanyat prakrtamanuvartanadanyadbhavati na hi
godhéa sarpanti sarpanadahirbhavatiti. By imitating another,
one will not become imitated. A lizard cannot be called a
snake on the basis of creeping.

The people were keeping morality in their life. They
were punished if they do immorality and honored for their
moral work. One who keeps his cows back from eating
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beans of another because of his virtue, if the cow went to the
field and eats the beans, it is treated as immorality and was
punished. In the society, there was no competition without
rival, but had rivals between equal strength?. All cooperated
with others while they were in need of help. It can be seen in
the nastasvadagdharathanyaya.

The fundamental factor of society is the family, which
forms the nucleus of society. Most of the families are joint
families, which includes a number of relations. Boiled rice
was the favourite vegetarian food, which is sometimes
cooked with meat.

Regarding the slaughter of animals, there were some
restrictions imposed by the custom in the case of non-
vegetarians. Five, five-nailed animals could be taken, but not
others.* There permitted to eat the boar and wild cock, but
restricted to those from the village itself, ° and those from the
town also enjoyed the privilege of restriction®. The flesh of a
sheep and deer " were used and removed scales and small
bones of the fish before eating. Curd (takram) and buttermilk
(dadhi) are used as the ingredients to improve the taste of
food — bréhmanebhyo dadhi diyatam takram kaundinyaya.

For maintaining the dignity of social relations, certain
conventional dinner rules were observed. The servers were
not expected to partake while the guests were eating —
brahmana bhojyantam matharakaundinyo parivesetam iti na
idanim tau bhufijate .

They give more importance to health, for that, they
have executed fast, during that time they lived on water and
sometimes even without it (abbhaksah, vayubhaksah).
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In some of the civilizations in the world, women got
paramount prominence and they had more roles in society.
But the rest do not give appreciable power or role for them.
Education for girls was considered as quite important while
brahmin girls were taught Vedic wisdom. This statement,
‘kasakrtsni brahmant denotes that the brahmin girls have the
knowledge of mimamsa philosophy. The girls from the
ksatriya community were taught the use of bow and arrow.
But during the era of Patafjali, women had freedom of
movement and they enjoyed the respect of their family
members. They are permitted to study Vedas and allow
performing rituals of sacrifices. The women enjoyed more
rights and better positions than what they came to have
during the latter period.

There is a reference about various types of diseases
and their treatment and they find out their causes. Unclean
water causes the foot disease and impure curd is the reason
for a fever — natvalodakam padarogah, dadhitrapusam
pratyakso jvarah. They believed that the consumption of
ghee would keep them alive for a long period- ayurghrtam.

The illustration of a peacock dancing towards his
beloved indicates that women performed the dance.
Instrumental music like drum beating was common. Other
items of recreation are wrestling, walking and fire display.

Economic Aspect

The economic life of the period was copious. The land
was the primary source of livelihood. There exist many good
professions like trade, industry etc. People were engaged in
other types of employment as well.
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A periodical supply of water was needed for the fields
after the sowing seeds. For the purpose of water supply, they
constructed canals-s&lyartham kulyah praniyante. There
were at least five artisans in each village; they are kuléala
(potter), karmara (blacksmith), vardhakin (carpenter), napita
(barber) and rajaka (washer man). The textile industry had
flourished in India to high standards. They made clothes from
threads. The process of weaving comprised stretching the
wrap and then weaving threads across it with a shuffle?®.

Merchants visited distinct places for trade; it denotes
the interprovincial commercial intercourse activity. There is a
prohibition on the sale of certain articles. Oil and meat should
not be sold whereas cows and mustard can be sold.

Carts and caravans were the main means of
transportation. One who travels in caravans is called
Sakatasartha. The horses were used in chariots
(nastasvadagdharathanyaya). Patafijali’s reference to 500
boats or 500 rafts indicates the flourishing riverine traffic in
goods - paficaudupasatanitirnani,
paricaphalaka$Satanitirnani.

Education

The main aim of education in ancient India was to
refine the mind of the people and to strengthen their
intellectual and physical aspects. This helps to have a
healthy attitude towards life. Gurukula system of education
existed in that period where the pupils were always under the
control of the preceptor®. Pupil running away from his
teacher’'s place without completing his study was contempt
as ‘khatvaradha’. An unstudied pupil who wandered from
teacher to teacher like a crow is known as firthakakah (fickle
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as a crow). yo gurukulam gatya na ciram tistati sa ucyate
tirthakaka iti. Errors or willful default committing students
were punished only for their benefit and not to make them
feel hurt by the teacher- samrterpanibhirghnanti guravo na
visoksitaih™®

Religious and moral concepts

Second Century BC was a period of the revival of
Vedic sacrifices and marked the evolution of the Visnu-
Vasudeva cult, which had originated earlier. During the
period of ASoka, the sacrifice of animals was discouraged but
it was reinstated in the time of Pusyamitrasunga. In this
period, the ascetic religious orders also flourished. The
religious condition mainly comprised sacrifice, worship and
performance of appropriate rituals. Taking sraddha is a
custom of satisfying the ancestors by offering tilotaka had an
important role in religion- amrasca siktah pitarasca prinitah.
There was a custom that existed in that period; escort the
beloved guests up to see water or forest, when they
returned".

Patafijali introduces the word dharma and adharma-
Sabdajiane dharmah apasSabdajiiane’dharamah. The
knowledge of the correct words leads to merit and the
incorrect words lead to demerit. One who murders a
brahmana or who drinks liquor due to ignorance, will become
a sinner. That is, ignorance cannot completely serve as a
resort'?. There are some restrictions in the daily life of the
people. A cock and a pig nurtured in a village are prohibited
to eat. Permission given to eat the stipulated five alone of
the five-nailed animals'™ indicated that the other five-nailed
animals are not to be eaten. The concept is that, the killing of
the killer of Devadatta, never cause the re-entry of Devadatta

(devadattahantrhatanyaya), is one of the finest examples of
their moral thought and it denotes that they never admit the
kiling of a person in revenge. sannipatalaksane
vidhiranimittam tadvighatasya nyaya reflect the concepts that
never destroy the thing that depends on each other.

The examples given in the commentary are ample
evidence of the reflections of social life. A student of
Mahabhasya can easily understand the socio-cultural
elements interwoven in the renderings of Mahabhasya.
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THE CONCEPT OF MIND IN THE
UPANISADS

Root of Indian Philosophy is there in the Upanisads.
Winternitz says—"In fact the whole of later philosophy
of the Indians is rooted in the Upanisads".!

The fundamental doctrine of all the Upanisads may be
summed up in the expression "verily the world is
Brahma".2 "omkara evedam sarvam."®

The main teaching of Upanisads is that the finest
essence, the whole universe has it as its self, that is
the real—

"aitadatmyamidam sarvam tat satyam.™

Upanisads hold that though the lump of clay appears
to be transformed into pot, pitcher etc all the
transformations of clay are basically clay, various
names are attributed to it, similarly there is no
substance called transformation. Reality is Brahman.
"vacarambhanam vikaro namadheyam mirttiketyeva
satyam".>

All transformation is mere name, all this is based on
speech. Badarayana says—
"tadananyatvamarambhanasabdadibhyah."®

If the world would have been the effect of Brahman,
there would have been difference between these two.
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But Advaitins establish this world is mere appearance.
Realty is Brahman. World has no real entity.
Chandogyopanisad says —
"sa atma tattvamasi".’
"That is the Self. Thou art that". Mundaka Upanisads
says —
All this is but Brahman—
"brahmaivedam visvam".é

Upanisads mainly deal with Brahman or
Absolute Truth of the universe and the knowledge
concerning Him. Upanisads search for the truth.
Questions regarding the mystry of the universe is the
starting point of the Upanisads. At the beginning of the
Svetasvataropanisad we see the questions: Where
are we born, where do we live and where do we go?
O, ye who know Brahman, tell us at whose command
we abide here whether in pain or in pleasure. Should
time or nature, or necessity or chance, or the elements
be considered to be the cause, or he who is called
Purusa, the man that is the Supreme spirit — that
created this universe.
"kim karanam brahma kutah sma jata
Jjivdma kena kva ca sampratisthah/
adhisthitah kena sukhetaresu
vartamahe brahmavido vyavastham//" 9

We are unable to get happiness from the finite.
This happiness of the world is transient. Eternal
happiness is achieved only through the realisation of
the Infinite. The sages of the Upanisad try to lead us to
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this reality which is infinite existence (Sat), absolute
knowledge (Cit) and pure delight (Ananda).

Sankaracharya said in his commentary on the
Brahmasdatra that- this world is not the reality, only
Brahman is true. Upanisads declare that "The whole
Universe is the Brahman, the Brahman is the
Atman."—

"sarvam khalvidam Brahma". 1°

Brahma is the creator of the universe. The
universe has its origin from Brahma. But Brahma is
‘Svayambhii’. No body has created Brahma. Brahma is
eternal.

The fundamental doctrine of all the Upanisads
may be summed up in the expression "verily the world
is Atman". "atmaivedam sarvam"?’ The very first verse
of ISopanisad exposes in full bloom the core theme of
the Upanisads, namely the spiritual unity and solidarity
of all existence of the visual world.

"Isdvasyamidam sarvam yat kimca jagatyam jagat." 2

Upanisads say that the whole universe is within
Brahman, everything that is observable is completely
within Brahman. The things we see, according to
Upanisads, is a work of 'Maya’, a creative magic power
of Brahman. When there is duality, one sees
something, one smells something, one tastes
something, one hears something, one thinks of
something, one touches something and one knows
something. When everything has become the Self,
what is left to be seen and by what, what is to be smelt
and what is to be tasted and what is to be
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communicated and what is to be heard and what is to
be thought and what is to be touched and what is to be
known? What can help one to know the Self by whom
the world is known.’™® The Self is to be attained
following this way as "Not this, Not this".’* The Self is
imperceptible for it is not perceived. The Self is
undecaying for It never decays. The Self is beyond
suffering for It never feels pain and never perishes. In
order to know 'Self' one should be under the constant
urge for knowing 'Self'. In the kathopanisad we see
one indomitable boy appeared before Yamargja, the
king of Death. The boy was eager to know the answer
of his question as he knows that only Yamaragja knows
the mystery of death. He asked Yamargja—
"devairatrapi vicikitsitam kila tvam
ca mrtyo yanna suvijfieyamattha/
vakta casya tvadrganyo na labhyo
nanyo varastulya etasya kascit// " 1°

After the exchange of some repartee with the
boy Yamargja surrendered ultimately to the
indomitable quest of the boy who was tormenting
under an intense pressure of inquisitive mind to know
the most secret of knowledge from Yamaraja—
“na jayate mryate va vipascinnayam
kutascinna vabhadva kaScit/
ajo nityah sasvato'yam purano
na hanyate hanyamane Sarire//"'6

Supreme Self is neither born nor does It dies. It
is not created from anything nor does it create
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anything. It has no origin, it is eternal ever existing and
It does not perish when body is perished.

For describing this Self the sage metaphorically
said that this body is like a chariot and the intelligence
is its driver; mind is rein and the ten senses are its
horses.

"atmanam rathinam viddhi $ariram rathameva tu/
buddhim tu sarathim viddhi manah pragrahameva ca//
indriyani hayanahurvisayamstesu gocaran /
atmendriyamanoyuktam bhoktetyahurmanisinah /" 17

These horses are every time being attracted
towards the materialist world and if intelligence can not
control them then they will go astray for being attracted
towards the glitters of the prosaic world.

Upanisads express the doctrine of the unity of
the world with the Brahman and the unity of the Atman
with the Brahman. Knowing oneself, means knowing
Brahman, the all-pervading Reality. One who knows
thus, perceives oneself in everything and everything in
oneself. In the Chandogyopanisad Aruni told that, “In
the begining, my dear, all this was Existence (sat), the
one only without a second. Some people say all this in
the beginning was non-existence (asat), the one only
without a second and from that non-existence,
emerged the existence of the world—

"sadeva, somyedamagra asidekamevadvitiyam.
taddhaika ahurasadevedamagra asidekamevadvitiyam
tasmadasatah sajjayata."®

Here the Sat stands for "the real", "the Being",
"the Existence". This Sat is that which unfolds itself as
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everything, from the most subtle Soul in each living
being, to the boundless, gross, material world. So
whole universe is within Brahman. Brahman is
'‘ekamevadvitlyam''® The same non-duality is there in
the Bhagavad Gita—

"nasato vidyate bhavo nabhavo vidyate satah". 20

If one realizes Brahman in this world then his life is
successful, if it is not so then there is great destruction.
Wise men who realize Brahman here become immortal
after death.

Sages say the path of realisation of truth is
sharp like rajor's edge. The seeker of true knowledge
have to walk through that path cautiously and carefully.
prapya varan nibodhata 2" — to proceed through this
path one should be enriched with the advice of the
persons who have realised truth—

"tameva dhiro vijAidya prajiam kurvita brahmanah." 22

In the Mundakaponisad two beautiful birds have
been portrayed as symbol of Paramatma and Jivatma.
Among the two one is very much allured in eating and
tasting fruits of different trees and the other does not
eat but only observes all the time. The first one the
individual soul (jiva) experiences the results, bad and
good of its karma and the bondage of sorrows and
miseries. Because the Supreme Soul does not
experience it is pure consciousness.

"dva suparnad sayujd sakhaya samanam vrksam
parisasvajate/

tayoranyah pippalam
svadvattyanasnannanyo'bhicakastti// "23
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This Supreme being is to be realised by pure
mind. There is no diversity in Him. He who finds
diversity in Brahman undergoes death after death. 24

Desire is the root of all worldly appearances.
Being attached to the worldly objects man is engaged
in work and attains the fruit of his action in this world.
After death attaining exhaustively in the next world the
fruit of whatever he did in this world, he comes back to
this world again for work—

"prapyantam karmanastasya yat kificeha karotyayam.
tasmallokat punaraityasmai lokaya karmane". 25

He who desires must have to get the fruit of
action. But the man who does not desire never
transmigrate. He who has no desire and is free from
desire attains the Self and hence attains all. He
becomes Brahman and is merged in Brahman—
"vo'kdmo niskdma aptakama atmakamah na tasya
prana utkramanti brahmaiva san brahmapyeti". 26
The cognizant sages, the knower of Brahman, being
free from bondage attain liberation—

"tena dhird api yanti brahmavidah svargam lokamita
ardhvam vimuktah". 27

Ignorants, hunger after the glitterings of virtual
world, enter the blinding darkness of death and remain
ever thirsty for the nector of bliss of awareness of the
Supreme. But he who has attained the illuminated
domain of Atma can realize that the Atma who has
entered into the unconscientious body is no other than
the cause of the universe as he is the creator of all. He
realizes all is his Atma and he is the Atma of all-
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"sa vi$vakrt sa hi sarvasya karta". 28

The knower of the Supreme Being becomes
immortal but ignorants suffer misery. When a wise
person realises that the Atma is the all-pervading
universal Soul which is pure consciousness present in
all living beings, he detaches himself from all the
worldly care and remains with the calmness and looks
towards all the creatures with equanimity and respect.
So he never blames any one or he never wishes to
protect himself—
"na tato vijugupsate". 29

Those who are learned and erudite enough
realise that this Supreme and magnificent entity is
unperceivable and beyond any description, the Atma
which is pure consciousness and an embodiment of
Brahman, is the essence, the basic and foundation as
well as the originating and driving force of everything
that exists.
"manasaivanudrastavyam neha nanasti kificana." 39
A restless unstable mind seeks for the diversity of life
runs through birth and death. It is only the intentless of
mind that realises the Supreme Being as devoid of
birth and death and becomes conscious of its Eternal
and Imperishable entity—
"atma mahan dhruvah." 31

An enlightened, wise man learns about
Brahman and contemplate upon nothing else but
Brahman. He finds all as the Self. The evil does not
touch him. He transcends all evils. He who is free from
sins, desires and doubts, attains Brahman—
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"esa nityo mahima brahmanasya na vardhate karmana
no kaniyan/

tasyaiva syat padavittam viditva na lipyate karmana
papakena//"3?

This Supreme Self is unborn and eternal. It
does not decay or die. It is eternal bliss and eternity
called Amrta. It is fearless. A person who knows this
becomes one like the fearless Brahman—

"sa va esa mahanaja atmajaro’'maro’'mrto’bhayo
brahmabhayam vai brahmabhayam hi vai brahma
bhavati ya evam veda ." 33

In this way he becomes Brahma and thus
attains Moksa.

"moksa iti ca
nityanityavastuvicaradanityasamsarasukhaduhkha
visayasamastaksetra mamatabandhaksayo moksah".
34

The essence of the teaching of Upanisad is to inspire
us to march towards the goal of attaining peace
through mind pure and calm and to realise "Om Tat
Sat, Om Tat Sat and Om Tat Sat'. Sages recite
repeatedly —

"asato ma sad gamaya

tamaso ma jyotirgamaya

mrtyormamrtam gamaya" 3°

From evil lead me to good. From darkness lead
me to light. From death lead to immortality.

It is light, light of knowledge, light of truthfulness
and honesty is what we want to make our life full of
beauty and peace.
